Dear Family and Friends;

Praises go to God as I am enjoying twenty months of GREAT health since my heart transplant. Unlike other milestones, this one is unique in more ways than one. As a matter of fact, I rank this one up there with other once-in-a-lifetime triumphs!  I could not have reached this milestone without your spiritual, emotional and financial assistance. Your prayers, cards, and tokens of appreciation have kept my family moving forward, and we truly appreciate it more than words can express.
Transplantation is a miracle, a true second chance at a new life. However, my new life comes with some very sobering and expensive facts.   I endure myocardial biopsies every three months without exception.  While the frequency of these exams will lessen over time, I will endure this proceeding at least once a year for the rest of my life. For the rest of my life, I will always have many uninsured transplant-related expenses.  For example, the hospital cost for my Feb ‘09 myocardial biopsy was $23,115.95, of which I had to pay $612. My cost for the May ‘09 myocardial biopsy was $402. I have not received the bill for my August procedure as yet, but already have an appointment for November.
There are other procedures that I must adhere to in order to preserve my new “gift of life” such as: regular blood work, eye, dental, skin, and foot exams.  Finally, there are my daily medications, all of which I need in order to insure that I not reject my new heart nor be subject to any infections. 

I hope you understand that I am so very, very grateful to be alive – but the fact that I am alive comes at great expense to me and my family. This monthly financial commitment is not something we can meet by ourselves – so I must once again reach out to all of you and ask for your financial assistance.
